I am proud to be one of the thousands of people working to make certain that the packages of food provided through the Commodity Supplemental Food Program (CSFP) get to the low-income seniors and women, infants and children in communities across America. I know that our neighbors challenged by hunger rely upon me and CSFP to help meet their special nutritional needs. It is hard work but I know that it makes a real difference in the lives of these people. I do wish that we could move more people from our waiting list and would really like to be able to serve all of our seniors who are eligible to benefit from this wonderful program but cannot due to a lack of adequate funds. 
But these concerns are overshadowed by a more urgent threat --the President’s Budget for 2008 calls for the elimination of CSFP. Knowing how important this program is to some of our most vulnerable citizens, I was shocked to hear this terrible news.  Please don’t let this happen.

On behalf of the people in our community who do their part to make CSFP work—packing the boxes, delivering the food, keeping track of our services, helping our seniors—I ask you to do your part to save and strengthen CSFP. Please oppose the proposal to eliminate this vital assistance and support an appropriation of $157.4 million to maintain and modestly expand the program.

Please make your opposition to the elimination of CSFP and your support for the CSFP appropriation known to your colleagues and caucus and committee leaders. We need you to work for us in Washington to make certain that we will be able to continue the work in our local community helping people, especially our seniors, threatened by hunger. Thank you.
