Nearly half a million elderly Americans in the 32 states, two Indian Tribal Organizations and Washington, D.C., would lose access to food assistance if the $108 million Commodity Supplemental Food Program is eliminated, as proposed by President Bush in his 2008 fiscal year budget, which was unveiled Feb. 5.
