
Letter Writing Campaign in Support of Focus:HOPE Food Program

As a school, we have had the privilege of delivering food monthly to homebound senior citizens for the past 17 years. This program, sponsored locally by Focus:HOPE feeds 43,000 women, children under the age of six and senior citizens every month in the metro-Detroit area. Additionally, 32 other states have adopted this program and feed our low-income brothers and sisters every month. President Bush is set to cut ALL funding for the Commodity Supplemental Food Program (CSFP) effective, January 1, 2007.  

The implications of this cut are immeasurable. It is my hope that, as a school Committed to Justice that we not sit by idly and let this injustice occur. With the support of Eleanor Josaitis and Focus:HOPE we are launching a letter writing campaign. If every member of our school community writes a letter, over 1,000 voices will be heard in support of our brothers and sisters.
